AP EXAMS

Advanced Placement Testing will be held for 2 weeks
starting May 3". Any student wishing to take an AP exam
should listen for announcements in AP classes, read the
daily bulletin, or see Paula Emery in counseling.
Registration will be online at

www.lakeridgehs. TotalRegistration.net

Exam registration will be from March 1*'to March 12"
The fee is $86 per exam. Ordering an exam after March
12" will result in a $50.00 late fee. No orders will be
taken after April 9", If students need to arrange an
alternate testing time because of a conflict, there is an
additional $40.00 fee in most cases. Alternate exams can

be arranged with Paula Emery. If you qualify for free or
reduced lunch, see Paula Emery for the fee policy. Please
make sure you are ordering the correct exam. You may be
charged for an incorrectly ordered test If you have any
questions at all, ask your AP teacher or Paula Emery.
After registering online, students will need to bring a
copy of their confirmation page and payment to the
bookkeeper before the test will be ordered. Reminder
notices will be handed out during the Pre-Administration
sessions telling students where and when their exams will
be held and what to bring. All students must register for
and attend a Pre-Administration prior to the actual exam.
Times are listed on the registration site. Students have
complete control over where their scores are sent so a low
score can't hurt. A high score might be helpful for college
admissions and/or might result in a student receiving
college credit (saves money!!). Check with individual
colleges to ask about their AP policy or go to
www.collegeboard.com for more information.

SAT I TESTING

Some colleges require students to submit SAT Il subject
test scores as part of their application for admission.
Generally, the colleges that require the subject tests are
private colleges. It is best for a student to take a subject
test upon completion of the course they are testing in.
Students should check the websites of the colleges to
which they plan to apply and determine if SAT II’s are
required and in which subject areas. Clearly some of our
freshman and sophomores have not started developing
lists of colleges they are interested in. However, if a
student has done particularly well in a subject they are
advised to go ahead and take the SAT Il for that subject
area in the event they want to use the score as part of their
application later on. Students can register online for the
tests at www.collegeboard.com. If you have any
questions regarding SAT Il testing please call your

JUNIOR CONFERENCES

Counselors met with all juniors in their English classes
during the week of November 30th. Parents should take a
look at the Lakeridge College Guide given to their
student. Now is the time for Juniors to develop college
plans, consult their college handbooks, surf the net, and
review other standard references for information about
admission policies, freshman class profile, majors
offered, and early action or early decision deadlines. In
addition, juniors should start a list of colleges that interest
them and use Naviance to help them organize
information. They can also begin preparing for spring
SAT I, SAT II, and ACT tests (February through June).
Students are encouraged to meet with their counselors if
they need assistance in developing their college lists or
planning for tests.

SAMPLE ADVICE TO JUNIORS:
(Edited from a list by Carol Wasden, Director of College
Guidance, Hawken School, Gates Mills, OH)
1 It’s harder to raise your GPA in the junior year
than you think it will be.
7 Start looking at colleges in the spring; start your
essays over the summer.
9 Make sure that colleges offer a good environment
for you.

1 Ask about the negatives when you visit colleges.

9 Campus visits can help you narrow your list
down.

9 Like your back-up schools---you may need them.

1 Don’t just pick a school because your friends like

it.

1 Don’t get hooked on just one school---you might
not get in there.

1 Your ideas about what you want will change over
time.

9 Don’t obsess over the college process---you still
need to do well in school.

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9 Don’t just focus on school---find an activity you
love.

I Don’t let the college process dictate what
activities you do.

9 Start forming good relationships with teachers
now so you have people you can ask to write
recommendations for you.

T If you want to submit artwork with your
applications, talk to your art teachers now about
what you will need to do.

9 Look at some applications now to learn what they
ask.

1 Plan carefully to take your SAT’s and SAT II’s
so you can fit them all in.

1 Take the ACT.

OREGON STUDENT ASSISTANCE COMMISSION
All seniors interested in scholarships should complete the
Oregon Student Assistance Commission application form.
Although the commission may not offer a scholarship you
are interested in at this time, there may be one, which
surfaces after their March 1, 2010 deadline. The
commission is a clearinghouse for most private
scholarships and awards in Oregon. You will find a
current list of scholarships/awards in the application.
Again, do not eliminate yourself for future consideration
by not completing an application. You can find links to
the OSAC website on any of the state college sites, or go
to www.osac.state.or.us

FAESA FORM
Seniors: Remember to send in the FAFSA right away if
you haven’t done so yet. Some families make the mistake
of waiting until all their financial data is gathered before
completing the form. Families should estimate and make
corrections later. FAFSA forms and information are
available on the Internet. All families should submit a
FAFSA even if they don’t think they’1l be eligible for
government aid. It may be required for other financial aid
or scholarship opportunities through individual colleges
or universities. The FAFSA can be accessed by going to
www.fafsa.ed.gov/

OREGON UNIVERSITY SYSTEM ADMISSION
REQUIREMENTS

The Oregon University System states that a C- is the
minimum grade a student must earn in order for an
approved college preparatory course to be counted as
meeting the OUS subject area requirement for admission.
This means that any student with a ‘D’ in a core class
(English, History, Science, Math, Second Language) does
not meet automatic admissions requirements. The
university will review all applicants who don’t meet these
requirements and determine admission eligibility on a
case-by-case basis. Our recommendation is to make up a
‘D’ by going to summer school or by taking an online
course. Be sure to see your counselor first before signing
up for a make-up course.

SOPHOMORE CONFERENCES

sophomores registered into the system. Most of the time
will be spent having the students take a career interest
inventory and discussing how the results can be
incorporated into their post high school plans.

Juniors and Seniors can take the ASVAB Career Test
for free at Lake Oswego High School on February 12"
at 1pm.

The ASVAB is an excellent career aptitude test that is
available for free. Even though it was developed by the
military and is given by the military, STUDENT
SCORES AREN’T RELEASED TO THE MILITARY
and the results are good for the range of occupations both
inside and outside of the military. Interested students can
sign up in the Counseling Center.

REQUIRED COURSE MAKE-UPS

A required course failure may be made up through PSU
Office of Independent Study, BYU online courses, Red
Comet online courses, Quest, Portland Evening High
School, Portland Community College, or Clackamas
Community College among others. Students must
complete an Off Campus Credit Application (blue sheet)
through the Counseling Department before enrolling. All
required courses must first be taken at Lakeridge unless
cleared by the school. Check with your student’s
counselor before enrolling in any off campus classes.
